Age groups from Under 8 to Under 14 are required to complete a pool swim and float to enable them to participate in junior water activities. To be eligible for competition an open water swim must be completed except U/8’s. An Age managers, SLSA official, SLSA coach, Training Officer or an Assessor, can assess these Junior Preliminary Skills Assessment.

Water Safety Requirements

One water safety person with a Bronze Medallion to Five Nipper participates in the water at one time and an IRB for every 20 Nipper participate in the water. Patrol commences at 10am so no water activities are to be held until then.
Carnivals

We would like to encourage the children to attend the Surf Life Saving carnival’s as this is one of the reasons why we teach flags, sprints, swim and board skills. Sarah Green is the Junior Carnival Co-ordinator along with Rhonda Futterleib for the senior club. 

For your children to compete in competitions there is a set requirement of Water Safety and Officials needed to run a carnival. Water safety you require your Bronze Medallion. To be an Official a course is being held on the 11th September. Phone Toni Davis on 6553 3634 if you are interested.
