Clothing

Junior Preliminary Skills Assessment

The under 6’s and 7’s are not required to do any preliminary evaluation, as the main focus is education and play. The age managers will only be taking these age groups into shallow water not deep water.

It is important that the age groups for Under 8’s to Under 14’s attend the preliminary pool swim and float to enable them to participate in junior water activities. If your child has not completed the swim and float they will not be able to participate in water activities. Des Augey will be available at a time to suit to test your child.

If your child is not a confident swimmer we do encourage them to have swimming lessons, as we are not swimming teachers. 

 To be eligible for surf carnival competitions an open water swim must be completed from the under 9’s and up.

Water Safety Requirements

Just a reminder One (1) water safety person (club member) to Five (5) Nippers participate in the water at one time and an IRB for every 20 Nippers participate in the water at one give time. Water safety is to sign on the patrol log within the patrol room before commencement of activities.
